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UMPIRE COORDINATOR
The Umpire Coordinator is the administration officer for all umpire related matters for the St Monica’s Netball Club. This person provides the co-ordinating link between members, the management committee and outside agencies. 

Responsible to:
The umpire coordinator is directly responsible to the President and Committee Members.
Responsibilities and Duties 

The Umpire Coordinator should: 
· Coordination of winter season umpires by determining umpire availability and rostering matched umpires to games required throughout the season for suburban and city courts

· Coordinate and match an umpire to each team for summer season

· Represent club at SAUCNA umpires' meetings and disseminate info as appropriate: SAUCNA, club, umpire dialogue

· Establish line of communication with coaches so as to be aware / pre-empt game difficulties.

· Monitor umpire standards/ levels, particularly with trainees. Ensure the latter are not placed beyond capabilities.
· Establish and maintain spreadsheet of umpire details, games umpired and cancellations/forfeits throughout season, for payment of match fees

· Forward payment summary to treasurer twice per season

· Complete list of umpires available for finals, with time slots and game levels, for SAUCNA secretary

· Encourage senior players to attend SAUCNA umpire training days, rules meetings.

· Encourage umpire exams to expand rules knowledge, attempt exams and grading

· Encourage player enrolment in orange armband programme for training umpires

· Arrange mentors for training umpires and liaise with mentors
· Work with trainees at team practice sessions until they are ready to umpire games.

Estimated Time Commitment Required
The Umpire coordinator is appointed for a 2year period, with re-election each even year.
